to develop a regional strategic conservation plan

funded by the United States Forest Service through the 

Arkansas Forestry Commission’s Urban Forestry Program.  
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Our Green Infrastructure study documented
important cultural and historic resources that
provide the background to early settlement of
the area.  They are places that have a number
of regionally distinctive natural, cultural, historic,
or scenic resources that, when linked together,
tell a unique story about our community.  These
sites are beneficial because they directly identify
the most valuable centers of settlement based
on the underlying ecological framework.  Interest
in heritage areas often parallels interest in the
natural ecosystems because they represent a
time when Green Infrastructure was predominant.
  
The pattern of earlier land use is shown by historic
springs, mill locations, camps located on local
hilltops, recreational areas built during the
Depression (such as Lake Wedington), trails and
railroad spurs, churches and cemeteries, hospitals,
and heritage farms and farm remnants.  A few
important Green Infrastructure sites are more
recent, i.e. the new Botanical Garden and natural
areas preserved by trusts and conservation 
easements and sites.   For more information, look
at the Green Infrastructure Planning- Linking
Arkansas Communities 2008-2009, Heritage
Working Group Report under “What’s Happening”
at:  www.fayettevillenatural.org.
